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1   Lord, we don’t know

2    There are people 
scattered over our Unity 
who are praying that a 

team of prayer 
intercessors will come 

together in every 
Brethren church.  Lord, 
search out our pews and 
call those You choose. 

3   Lord, we are Your 
people and we seek Your 
power that we might rise 
up to Your call.  Wake 

those of us who slumber 
and wander thru life 

aimlessly.  Make clear our 
path and enable us to 

move forth in Your power 

4  In the New Testament 
church, many conversions 
were preceded by miracle 
healings.  Lord, we pray 
for the day we see You 

manifest Your power thru 
miracles in our churches.  
Father, we believe, we are 
ready.  We welcome You! 

5  If you are one who has 
gone thru pleasant and 
unpleasant experiences, 

please be assured that our 
Father knows all  of your 

travails.  Lord, we are 
open to You as You 

reposition us to greater 
plans in Your Kingdom. 

6    Father, I celebrate 
You today for who You 
are and what You have 
done for me.  I worship 

You today with the heart 
of Mary. (see John 12:3)  

May my worship today be 
as a sweet fragarance. 

7     Pray that God will 
pour out His Spirit upon 

the children in our 
churches.  Lord, empower 

them to become mighty 
prayer warriors.  Anoint 
them with the blessing of 

faith and Your power. 

8  Jesus told his disciples 
to not be afraid.  Fear 

controls in adverse ways. 
Lord, when we hear Your 
call, let us follow; not fear 

what others might say. 
Give us power to 

overcome old mindsets. 

9  Pray that all Brethren 
are drawn to the Bible to 

help us discern how evil is 
working in our culture 
and even seeking entry 

into our churches.  Lord, 
we need discernment in 
order to remain pure. 

10  Father, You teach 
us to have patience & 

obedience.  We wait upon 
you.  When it is time for 
us to move on into the 

next phase of Your plans 
for us, give us ears to hear 

& faith to step out. 

11       Pray for those 
in your church, family, 
neighborhood who are 
going thru storms and 

having their faith tested.  
Do what you can to assure 
them that Jesus will never 
leave them/victory is near. 

12    Lord, You know 
that that there are times I 
come into Your house of 
worship and pray out of 
habit.  Tomorrow, I will 

earnestly seek to worship 
knowing You are there 

listening & transforming. 

13   In 2 Samuel 24: 18-
25, King David refused to 

make an offering that 
didn’t cost him anything.  
Pray about your worship 
of God and what it costs 

you.  Pray for God to 
reveal what is true 

worship. 

14      Lord, give all 
Brethren eyes to see that 

Your power and the 
ministry of the Spirit  is 
not only reserved for our 

clergy.  Empower and 
anoint all Brethren to be 
actively involved in Your 

Kingdom work. 

15     God has equipped 
everyone in your church 

with some vital role.  Pray 
for those among your 
fellowship who have 

buried their talents; who 
have allowed themselves 

to be lulled into a 
complacent slumber. 

16  Lord, we often focus 
on the negative.  Today, I 

will consider the many 
blessings You have 

showered upon me. One 
by one, Your blessings 
give me assurance that 

You indeed do have good 
plans for me. 

17   How beautiful are 
the feet of those who 
share the gospel with 

those who are deaf and 
blind to God’s truth.  

Pray frequently for our 
missionaries who labor to 

share the gospel as 
directed by Mat. 28:19-20. 

18   Song of victory: 
This is the hour; this is 
His way; the release of 

His power to change the 
day.  Yes!  This is the 

hour!  This is His way.  
The release of His power 
that will change the day.

those within our circles

27    Father, by Your 
extravagant grace, send 

Your Holy Spirit to 
minister to our hearts. 

May our gathering be to 
You as a fragrant 

bouquet of prayers from 
our hearts and souls.  

28   Lord, show me this 
week how I can be a light 
to one of my neighbors.  
Bring to mind a need I 

can meet; an act of 
kindness.  Help me to see 
what I can do to let them 
see You in my life.
